 Lodia Console Table – Merging linear form with undulating curves, the Lodia console table 
offers a modern take on old world style with its iron base with rust metal finish and multi-step, 
rough sewn solid hardwood top. 
 

 Mota Coffee Table – The perfect statement piece and foundational element for a room, the 
Mota coffee table commands attention with its 8-inch solid wood legs and black natural finish. 

 

 Woodstock Hutch & Base – Inspired by a piece of antique furniture owned by Pacita Wilson, 
the versatile Woodstock Hutch & Base can be can be used in a kitchen, dining area, office or 
craft room. Crafted of solid mango wood with an antique wash finish and metal drawer pulls.
