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Taracea Debuts Master Glass Artist Orfeo in High Point Showroom

Art objects and furnishings reflect unique aesthetic

HIGH POINT – High end furnishings resource Taracea debuts the works of master glass artist Orfeo in the company’s High Point showroom, located in the historic Radio Building, at 164 S. Main St., during the fall High Point Market trade show.

Richly colored glass furniture, sculptures and wall art are among the original and limited edition pieces that will be exhibited throughout Taracea’s recently renovated three-floor space, where all items will be available for sale directly from the artist, throughout the market dates. Price points start at around$400.00.

Orfeo Quagliata is the talented son of the world renowned glass artist Narcissus Quagliata.  The younger Mexico-based artist enjoys global recognition as well, and he is often referred to by his first name only.

“I had heard about Orfeo's work and seen some images, but it wasn't until I had the chance to visit his studio that I realized what it was really about,” said Javier Suarez, Taracea owner and founder, who is himself an artist. “I was enthralled and fascinated with all the different techniques he has developed through over the past 3 decades, and all the processes it takes to make one piece. It was then I saw the potential and knew we had to work together.”
Orfeo, who is a nominee for Interior Design magazine’s Best of Year award for his Organics Boiled Glass dining table, has been working with this fluid and often unpredictable material for much of his life. He has been reported saying that he relishes the role of alchemy in his chosen medium. 

“Jimiz Brainz” is a signature term coined by the artist to describe the results from a technique that involves “boiling,” and not blowing, the raw glass material. A series of decorative glass table tops with simple metal framed bases feature this approach in warm, burnished tones.

Some effects are more controlled than others. One outcome involves the striation of multiple vibrant hues that the artist calls “Bar Code.” A seven-paneled installation, for example, is intended to reflect diffused light into a common area or living environment.

Highly creative and innovative, Orfeo is attracted to and inspired by the mercurial nature of molten glass. He continues to push himself to develop new methods for achieving tighter controls, breakthrough forms and exhilarating designs. 

The introduction of Orfeo by Taracea at High Point Market is indicative of the exhibitors desire to continue to promote artists and and singular works of art in the company’s showroom each market. Returning in October are works by Natural Curiosities as well as paintings and sculpture from Javier “Serrucho” Suarez, and paintings by Maria Suarez.
