“When I created my first collection for Baker in 2002, my focus was to bring a fresh look to traditional furniture,” said Pheasant. “My love of classical architecture inspired the foundation of that first collection; it was a slow entry into a new vision with a clean, tailored look of the upholstery and the infusion of surprise elements...like the Constellation Mirror, which became an iconic piece. The design perspective was the literal translation of classical elements simplified to have a modern edge. Every Baker and McGuire collection since has been an evolution of classical ideas and a continued pursuit of refining these shapes that blur the lines of the past and the present.”

The Thomas Pheasant for Baker Fall 2022 collection is a continuation of this journey with a new perspective, representing Pheasant’s second largest collection to-date, featuring a sophisticated assortment of bedroom, dining, occasional and upholstery furniture, as well as intricate mirrors and exquisite lighting designs. He strives to redefine modern classical style through sculptural silhouettes, luxe finishes and a love for simplicity. The collection showcases his current interest in classical European design from the 1930s, 40s & 50s, but reinterpreted into modern pieces. 

“We couldn’t be more thrilled to honor Baker’s 20-year partnership with the inimitable Thomas Pheasant this year,” said Erica Wingo, Senior Vice President of Merchandising and Marketing at Baker Interiors Group. “This new fall collection really speaks to the evolution of his talented work for the company and its brands over the past two decades, with his signature modern-elegant style and neutral palette on full display. Materials like Calacatta Gold Marble and Claros Grey Marble make a statement on several pieces throughout the collection, along with new finishes such as Obsidian and Bronzino. Highlights from the Thomas Pheasant for Baker Fall 2022 collection include:

· Balustrade Lounge Chair – The Balustrade Lounge Chair features a continuous rhythm of metal work, setting the scene with an intricate yet tailored silhouette. Perfect as an accent piece, the chair is crafted with a bronze base and fully upholstered seat and back. 

· Cirque Cocktail Table – The Cirque Cocktail Table is a piece like no other, with an inset carved marble disc radiating from the center of its surface. Four tapered columns lead the eye to the large square top. 

· Forum Dining Table – Inspired by the ruins of ancient Rome, the Forum Dining Table echoes the destruction of orderly perfection and the intrinsic beauty of classicism. Its staggered columns express classical design through a modern lens. 

· Gem Night Table - Elegant, glamorous and multifaceted, the Gem Night Table attracts light to its angular form. The table is crafted in starphire glass, brass and oak for a luxurious blend of textures and materials.

· Milano Arm Chair – The Milano Arm Chair is inspired by the modern spirit and fashion-forward culture of the city of Milan. Horizontal bands of upholstery are stacked along its wood frame, turning a classic silhouette into a new and modern creation. 

· Murano Vessel Pendant – Delicate in scale, the Murano Vessel Pendant floats on a brass loop like a modern piece of jewelry. The pendant can be used alone or grouped in multiples above a large dining table.

· Rome Credenza – Nodding to the classical foundation that inspired this collection, the Rome Credenza features a cascade of arches like the aqueducts found throughout the ancient empire. Its brass accents put craftsmanship on display, while its elegant proportions and maximized storage help create a focal point in any kind of interior. 

· Slice Side Table – The Slide Side Table feels like a piece of modern sculpture. The table can be used individually or paired in multiples to accommodate large gatherings. 

· Verona Mirror – The Verona Mirror is like jewelry for the home: brilliant, bold and eye-catching. Radiant formations of bronze and Murano glass surround a central convex mirror.
